this as a giant block that has a rectangle in
the center and will be constructed using a
partial seam.

Decide whether to attach the top or bottom first.am going to attach the top rows
first by trimming the points that will be stitched to the panel, leaving a 1/4" seam
allowance.
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Once | have stitched the top rows to the panel, | need to choose which side to
attach next, match up dog ears as you would when joining the rows and stitch

three quarters of the way down (partial seam).

By using a partial seam, it allows you to match up the dog ears of the bottom of
the side rows.| will them mark where the panel hits the bottom rows, add a 1/4"
seam allowance and stitch to the bottom and then finish the partial seam.
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It is now easy to stitch the remaining
side rows to the panel, matching the
dog ears at the top and bottom.

| made sure | had several leftover blockstitched the two halves together,
pressed the seam open and using my ruler, trimmed 1" off every side.
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
